Introduction: In this activity you will use a free presentation application known as PowToon to create an informational presentation on the assigned Virus.  The focus of the presentation is to teach the class about a topic that you have researched and are knowledgeable about. A rubric is included to guide you in the completion of your project.
Planning: You need to complete the following tasks in this order for your PowToon to work well.
1. Gather your information, include your script.
2. Bonus: Record your voiceover
3. Create slides, matching the script and timing of the text or voice.
4. Use a variety of entries, exits, transitions, and animations.
5. Don’t rush! Remember that you are creating a movie and timing is critical!
              6. Please review your movie before finalizing your project. You MUST EDIT as needed.
You will have five periods to complete the assignment but this does not mean that you should not be working on the assignment out of class as well.  The checklist below provides a timeline for where you should be at the end of each day.

Day One and two:
□ I have chosen a topic and/or a question and created a PowToons account and completed a title page that includes my topic and/or question
□ Any research that I needed to do to prepare for teaching about my topic has been completed and I have a physical outline (script) of my presentation 
Share a Google doc with your partner and do the research together.


Day three:


□ I have become acquainted with PowToon and have learned how to upload pictures, create transitions, animations, and add text by viewing the video either at http://www.powtoon.com/blog/how-to-create-an-animated-presentation-in-5-easy-steps/ or at https://www.powtoon.com/tutorials/ 


□ I have started making slides and have identified how to time the slides to the animations, pictures, and text.  

Day Four:


□ I am over 75% completed with creating the slides and am working towards making sure that I have included transitions, pictures, animation, and text.  
Day Five:


□ My presentation is completed or nearly so and I am having a classmate edit my presentation to ensure that the script matches the timing of the other elements in my movie.  Bonus: If I included a recorded voice over I am ensuring that the script matches the timing of my other elements.  If I am unable to have a peer edit my Powtoon I will have an adult edit my presentation.

	Storyboard
